She was forced to read the Bible every day by her
mother, but apparently was not given any instruction on its
content. Her father was agnostic. My father’s mother was
Catholic. I have no knowledge of what Papa knew about the
Bible.

From my earliest memories, | wanted to know who God was. |
knew he was in heaven and had a son called Jesus. Anyone can
get that information from anywhere during Christmas and
Easter. | wanted more.

What | have written in this book won’t be readily accepted by
the majority, so it could be a difficult choice to believe any of it.
The Bible can seem distant and full of mystery, while the words
of a trusted family member, friend, or preacher can make one
feel grounded. | am here to let you know that the Bible is not
distant or mysterious. The knowledge it holds can be as close as
inside of you. The human body needs food and water to
survive. The human spirit needs bread from heaven and living
water to survive. The choice to feed both belongs only to you.

Hopefully, this small book will encourage you to want more,
also.

What was it like in first century Middle East?

The historical context of first century Jerusalem was of the
Greco-Roman cult; which was polytheistic paganism. The
religious mind-set was of Greek mythology and philosophy.
Polytheism was so common that many people made their living
making and selling items of worship for their pagan gods.

The gods of Polytheism were revered at many levels. There was
one main god, such as the Greek Zeus or Roman Jupiter, with
many gods under him watching over the people from the state
level, family level, and nature. The people also had many
personal gods to worship and care for them in every facet of
their existence.

Some men, seeming to be wise, were believed to be incarnated
gods, or divine humans. Acts 14:11 records Apostle Paul as
being revered by the people of the city of Lystra in Lycaonia as
an incarnated god. He rejected their reverence and preached to
them of the one living God, YHVH.

Acts 14:13-17 *3Then the priest of Jupiter, which was before
their city, brought oxen and garlands to the gates, and
would have done sacrifice with the people. *3[Which]
when the apostles, Barnabas and Paul, heard [of], they
rent their clothes, and ran in among the people, crying
out, *%and saying, Sirs, why do you tlse things? We
also are men of like passions with you, and preach to
you that you should turn from these vanities to the living
YHVH, which made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and
all things that are thereint®who in times past suffered
all nations to valk in their own ways!®Nevertheless
he left not himself without witness, in that he did good,
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and gave us rain from heaven, and fruitful seasons,
filling our hearts with food and gladness.

They grew angry because he rejected the sacrifice they
prepared for him, so they stoned Paul and left him for dead.
Other apostles came and took him away and he raised up and
left the area.

Did the general population think Jesus was a god incarnated
because of his wisdom? Probably. However, that is not the

point of the gospels. The point of the gospels is that Jesus came
to fulfill the law and the prophets. His ministry and teaching
challenged the leaders of the Jewish temple. It was the
Pharisees, the watchmen over the Law of Moses, who

continually questioned him in an effort to expose him as a false
prophet. After all, who did this carpenter from Nazareth think
he was kidding?

Professor Bart D. Ehrman, of the University of North Carolina,
said something in one of his lectures on the New Testament
that can be applied to almost anything. He said, “change the
context and you change the meaning.”

It struck me that by calling Jesus a god, it changed the context
of the reason for his existence. The context of Jesus is that he is
the son of YaHavah, the son of man, and he came to fulfill the
law and prophecy. In fact, John recorded all of these things in
his gospel in a conversation between Jesus and the Pharisees.
(Bolding is mine.)

John 8:12-30 !>~ Then spoke Jesus again to them, saying, | am
the light of the wold: he that follows me shall not walk
in darkness, but shall have the light of life.

13=The Pharisees therefore said to him, You bear record
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of yourself; your record is not true.

14~ Jesus answered and said to them, Though | bear

record of myself, [yet] my record is true: for | know from
where | came, and to where | go; but you cannot tell
from where | come, and to where | g-You judge

after the flesh; | judge no mart®-And yet if | judge, my
judgment is true: for | am not alone, but | and the Father
that sent me.™lt is also written in your law, that the
testimony of two men is truet*-1 am one that bear
witness of myself, and the Father that sent me bears
witness @ me.

19=Then said they to him, Where is your Father?

Jesus answered, You neither know me, nor my Father: if
you had known me, you should have known my Father
also. 22~ These words spoke Jesus in the treasury, as he
taught in the temple: and no man laid hands on him; for
his hour was not yet come.

21=Then said Jesus again to them, | go my way, and you
shall seek me, and shall die in your sins: to where | go,
you cannot come.

Jesus said | amseven times in these verses from the gospel of
John. Most theologians and bible scholars believe Jesus is
affirming his timeless existence by the association they make
with the | AMof Exodus 3:14. The Hebrew word, HYH rendered
| AMdoes mean eternal existencehe same as HVHin the name
YHVH This is not the case in the New Testament usage of the
identifying phrase, | am The Greek word, eimi, rendered here
as | am is Jesus stating his pseudo identity as something in the
law or prophecy. Remember, he came to fulfill the law and
prophecy. He is merely telling the Pharisees how. Eimidoes
not have a meaning of eternal existence The context of the
English translations for HYHOT) and eimi(NT) is not the same.

Jesus told the Pharisees they are from beneath, meaning they
are the sons of Adam, aka, sons of man and full of sin. He said
he is from above, meaning he is the sinless son of YaHavah. He
also identified himself as a son of man; however, since his
father is YaHavah, he effectively told them that he did not bear
the burden of Adam’s sin passed to all humanity through every
father. At the same time, he could call himself a son man
because his mother extended his lineage to Adam.

Was Jesus fully human? Yes!
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Was Jesus a god because he claimed to be from above? No! He
claimed to be from above because his father is above. Every
other father is below, from the earth. His explanation was clear
and to the point.

Jesus offended the Pharisees because he pointed out how they
failed to use the Law the way it was intended from YaHavah. It
was given to prepare the people for the first coming of his son.
They were offended because he claimed to be the son of
YaHavah, the prophesied Son of man, and the heir to the throne
of David. YaHavah announced the appearance and purpose of
his son in his prophecies and they denied him.

Jesus said he came to fulfill the law and prophecy, and he did.
So, why is Jesus called an incarnated god today?

An incarnated god was of the Greco-Roman polytheistic belief
system. Polytheism is pagan. Everything Jesus taught his
disciples was against the paganism of the day, and yet, from the
second century to the present, his followers have clung to the
image of an ancient mythological divine manor incarnated god,
as part of a polytheist doctrine—more on this topic later.

Mythology is Satan’s counterfeit of YaHavah'’s truth, albeit, a
bad counterfeit. It is time to depose this paganist belief of Jesus
being a god and get on with building the true Church Jesus
started.

What does the Son of Man Really Mean?

Over the many years | have been a Christian and studied the
bible, | have posed many questions concerning whether or not
Jesus is God. Looking through all of them and using the internet
to research the questions and comments of others, | have
determined that we have all been asking the wrong questions.

There are two questions to ask. The question of Jesus identity
should not be “is Jesus God?” It should be “Why did Jesus refer
to himself as the son of man 70 times in the Gospels.

The second question is the most important one; “What does the
son of man really mean?”

The chain of reasoning goes all the way back to Genesis 1: 26-31
to the work of YaHavah in the sixth day of creation. The
creation of Adam is then affirmed in Genesis 2:6-18.

Long story short; Adam disobeyed YaHavah’s command and
broke his personal relationship with YaHavah for himself and all
of his offspring from that day forward. We are all sinners in the
eyes of YaHavah because of Adam’s sin, making the adage, “the
sins of the father” very true and very old.

Googling reveals the thoughts of scholars and ordinary people.
So | googled “sins of the father.”

This quote from
https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Sins_of_the_Father states:
Sins of the Fatheor Sins of the Fatherderives from
Biblical reference@rimarily in the books Exodus,
Deuteronomy, and Numbers) to the sins (or iniquities) of
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one generation passing to another.

Wikipedia is a good barometer of scholarly and common
thoughts. However, it is important to know how to test the
spirit of everything to see if it is from YaHavah.

YaHavah had to create another human to be the conciliatory
payment for Adam’s sin. The process he used for creating Adam
and Eve were one time only. From there, Adam and Eve, and all
of their offspring, would procreate to fill the earth with their
kind. They would become known as sons of man in reference to
Adam being the first man and their father.

YaHavah needed another son of man, produced by his own law
of procreation, who was sinless to pay the price of Adam’s sin.
If all humans were full of Adam’s sin, how could a sinless man
come from YaHavah's corrupted creation?

The son of marhas two direct meanings. The one used most
often in the Bible simply refers to all sinful humans descended
from Adam. The second is the exception; the sinless son of man
who is descended from Adam.

Jesus’ birth and life is about his righteousness through his
motherand father. YaHavah favored Mary for her
righteousness. (Luke 1:30) Jesus’ humanity and all of his human
hereditary traits are inherited from his mother. Jesus has no
genealogy through his birth father. His father, YaHavah, has no
beginning or end, has no father, and has no other birth sons.
This is what makes Jesus’ the exception to Adam’s sin. Jesus
was created in the womb of his mother by the power of
YaHavah. He was created human, but has no human father.

Adam was created from the dust of the earth. Eve was created
from a bone of Adam. YaHavah created a sperm to impregnate
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Mary with his son. These three human creations are unique and
never to be repeated.

YaHavah created Adam and since genealogy is traced from
father to son, Adam is the father of all humanity. Since
genealogies are never directly traced through daughters,
daughters are incidental in this process. This is where YaHavah
tripped up Satan in his attempts to destroy the righteous line
that would produce the son of YaHavah. And he made it known
in Genesis and repeated it in Revelation.

Genesis 3: 14-15 *3And YHVH Elohim said to the enchanter,
Because you have done this, you [are] cursed above all
cattle, and above every living thing in the land. Because
of your seed, you shall walk the earth and devour all the
days of your life. *%and | will put enmity between you
and the woman, and between your seed and her seed;
he shall break your head, and you shall bruise his heel.

The Hebrew word shooftranslated to bruise means to break,
bruise or cover In reference to the enchanter’s seed, YaHavah
is speaking of Adam because he deceived him into sinning
against YaHavah. The seedof the woman, referred to as her
seed is the first promise of the coming Son of YHVH who is
known as Jesus. The womanis of the righteous genealogical
line to Jesus. The woman of Revelation 12 clarifies the woman
of Genesis 3.

Revelation 12:1-2 depicts the woman in this way, 3And there
appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed
with the sun, and the moon under her feet, and upon
her head a crown of telve starsand she, being with
child cried, travailing in birth, and pained to be
delivered
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The brightness of the sun describes righteousness, the moon
under her feet depicts power over the darkness of Satan®s
attempts to destroy her, and the twelve stars are the twelve
tribes of Israel. The righteous line is called the sons of YHVH, or
in other Bibles, the sons of God. The woman is, ultimately, the
one we know as the virgin maiden of the tribe of Judah destined
to be the mother of the Son of YHVH.

Luke’s genealogy for Jesus is the same as Matthew’s genealogy
for Joseph, up to David. From there Luke branches off to
David’s righteous son, Nathan, up to Mary’s father, Eli. Mary®s
line came through Nathan (Luke’s record), but Joseph®s line
came through Solomon who produced corrupted kings after him
(Matthew’s record). Nathan and Solomon are sons of David.
(2Samuel 5:14) Therefore, both, Mary and Joseph, are
descended from David.

Maryds genealogy in the Book of Luke provides the full
righteous line beginning with Jesus and ending with Adam
proving that Jesus is the sinless son of man. Since Jesus has no
human father, Mary’s legal right to claim Luke’s genealogical
report for her son is by the name of her father. We must see
Mary in Luke’s genealogy through her father, Eli or Heli. Mary’s
father is not mentioned anywhere else in the Bible.

There are some who think Jesusd genealogy in both Matthew
and Luke are through Joseph. Since genealogies are done father
to son, Luke®s report presumed to use Joseph as Jesus’ father.
It calls him the (supposed father) of Jesus. Then went to
Mary0s father, Eli, which leads to Nathan, the son of David.
Nathan is the difference between the two genealogies. In
Luke’s report, “The son of Joseph, the son of Elid should read as
filesus, the (step)son of Joseph, the son (in-law) of Eli,0

Jesus’ virgin conception and birth is what tells us whether Jesus
was an incarnated god, god and human, or human with a
difference. First of all, if the Bible does not make a clearly
understood statement about any doctrinal claim, then the claim
should be viewed as opinion and not Bible doctrine. There are
many such understandings of the Bible. Sorting them out and
putting the appropriate tag on them should be done with due
diligence, which will be attempted here.

Humanity began with Adam being created from the dust of the
earth. Eve was created from Adam’s bone. From that point on,
all humanity is procreated through the union of the male sperm
and female ovum in the womb of the female. The female
cannot bear children without the male sperm, ergo, Adam is
figuratively the father of all humanity. Male sperm and female
ovum are required for conception even if it is accomplished in a
lab Petri dish then implanted in a female womb. (I am not
implying that is what happened in the conception of Jesus.)

The Bible clearly states that Jesus was conceived in the womb
of his mother, who had not intimately known any man.
Conception requires the union of male sperm and female ovum.
The union of the two is the beginning of a new human life.
When Jesus was conceived, YaHavah created a human sperm to
complete the union of procreation. Like Adam and Eve, Jesus’
creation is unique and never to be repeated.

This union did not require a sexual act, because with YaHavah
nothing is impossible in his power to create.

Matthew 19:26 in reference to another situation—But Jesus
16



beheld [them], and said to them, With men this is
impossible; but with YHVH all things are possible.

The Spirit of YaHavah simply overshadowed Mary in his act of
creation.

Jesus was born from his mother’s womb and breathed in his
first breath just like every other human baby. The one thing
that sets Jesus apart from every other human is his father.

Figuratively speaking, Adam is the father of every human baby
because all humans are his descendants. Adam disobeyed his
Creator, YHVH (YaHavah) by eating the forbidden fruit from the
tree of the knowledge of good and evil. The penalty for his
disobedience was (spiritual) death. YHVH is life and Adam lost
his relationship of spiritual life with YaHavah when he sinned by
disobedience.

The penalty of death for Adam’s sin is passed to every child
through every human father.

Not so for Jesus! He is not descended from Adam through his
father. YaHavah created Adam from the elements of the earth,
but YaHavah personally caused Jesus to be conceived in the
womb of his mother by his own power. YaHavah is the true and
only father of Jesus. Jesus’ genealogy in Luke 3:23-38 follows
the righteous line from Jesus to Nathan, the son of David, and
ends with YHVH. (Luke 3:38—the son of Enosh, the son®éth
the son of Adamyhich was created by YHVHDid you notice
that Luke’s genealogy begins with YaHavah'’s last human
creation and ends with his first?

Jesus had birthrights through his human mother, Mary, and his
not-human father, YaHavah. Jesus is not YaHavah, but the Spirit
of YaHavahiwells within him by the anointing prophesied by
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Isaiah 11:1, 2 (seven spirits), Daniel 9:24 (anointed Holy One),
and Isaiah 7:14 (Emmanuel), which is the same anointing given
to Believers as the baptism of Jesus (in the Spirit, not water).

How many Bible students really understand the phrase, fiJesus
Christ is come in the flesh0? 1John 4:2-3 is a perfect example
for testing whether Jesus was a god.

1John 4:1-4 '9Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the
spirits whether they are of YHVH: because many false
prophets are gone out into the world. 23By this you
know the Spirit of YHVH: Every spirit that confesses that
Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of YHVH: 33and every
spirit that does not confess that Jesus Christ came in the
flesh is not of YHVH: and this is that [spirit] of antichrist,
whereof you have heard that it should come; and even
now it is in the world. “3You are of YHVH, little children,
and have overcome them: because greater is he that is
in you, than he that is in the world.

This one phrase has four implications that are clearly defined in
the Bible. The epithet, Christ is the Greek word for the Jewish
epithet, Messiah Both mean the anointed onewhich is the
fulfillment of Daniel 9:24, Isaiah 11:1-5, and Isaiah 7:14 (YHVH
with ug witnessed at JesusO baptism. To come in thelgsh
implies that Jesus was the human Son of YHVH and anointed in
his Spirit. No implication is made anywhere in the Bible that
Jesus is anything other than flesh and bone human, which is
what the Greek word sarxmeans. This is why he is called the
son of man. He was born a son of man from his human
mother’s womb. Being his mother’s son connected him to
Adam but having no human father relieved him of the burden of
Adam’s sin. Adam and Eve were created to multiply by
procreation. By the miracle of YaHavah'’s creation of a sperm,
Jesus was conceived in the natural process of procreation.
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Sexual intercourse was not required.

Hebrews 9:13-14— *~For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and
the ashes of a heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies to
the purifying of the flesh: ¥*”how much more shall the
blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered
himself without spot to YHVH, purge your conscience
from dead works to serve the living YHVH?

In the fourth century, Arius stated his belief that Jesus was not
God. This part of his statement was correct, though his
reasoning for it was not based on the critical exception of Jesus’
birth. Arius was pronounced a heretic for saying Jesus was not
god because that goes against the Trinity doctrine. He was
judged more for blaspheming the Trinity doctrine and the
Catholic Church, than YaHavah or Jesus. However, Arius0 fatal
error was in stating that Jesus was not the birth son of YHVH,
but a mere man lifted up to the status of a son of YHVH. The
teachings of Arius are known as Arianism. To say Jesus is not
God is not in the true sense of Arianism; however, to say Jesus is
not the son of YHVH is Arianism.

It appears Arius did not believe in the Greek thought of a divine
manor that Jesus was the son of God Perhaps, in his mind,
that would be the same as a divine man

Conclusion: Jesus is human with a finite spirit just like every
other human. Unlike every other human, Jesus was not born
with the stigma of Adam’s sin like every other human. Jesus’
father is sinless; therefore, Jesus is sinless. Jesus was not born
with sinful human flesh as all other humans. He was the
spotless sacrificial Lamb of YaHavah depicted as such in
Revelation 5:6.

What does Spirit mean?

The Bible’s record of creation states that Elohim is onand that
his breath (Spirit) went out over the deep to create the heavens
and earth. No other verse in the whole Bible signifies the
singular omniscience, omnipresence, and omnipotence of YHVH
Elohim more than Genesis 1:1-5.

Genesis 1:1-5—""In the beginning Elohim created the heaven

and the earth. *“And the earth was without form, and
void; and darkness [was] upon the face of the deep. And
the Spirit of Elohim moved upon the face of the waters.
*~And Elohim said, Let there be light: and thengas
light. “~And Elohim saw the light, that [it was] good:
and Elohim divided the light from the darkness. >~ And
Elohim called the light Day, and the darkness he called
Night. And the evening and the morning were the first
day.

Spirit in Hebrew is ruach meaning breathor spirit. ...

Too many mystics have mystified the meaning of spirit, so it is
best to stay with how the Bible describes the spirit.

Some facts about spirit:

According to Genesis 2:4-5 one Supreme Majesty, who
is YHVH Elohim, created all by the power and presence
of His breath, aka, spiritor person

John 4:24 states, YHVH [is] Spirit: and thélyat worship
him must worship [him] in spirit and in truth.

The bible tells us that YaHavah breathed life into Adam
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and Eve.

9 He also breathes life into every baby born.

9  When a person dies, the body exhales the last breath
Some believe that exhaling the last breath is the spirit
leaving the body.

John stated his understanding of YaHavah in John 1:1-5.
However, Trinitarians have altered that understanding to
accommodate their own. Changing the context of Jesus
changes the meaning of his mission and purpose.

Compare the KJV with the WYB versions:

John 1:1-5 (KJV)— 1 In the beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2 The
same was in the beginning with God. 3 All things were
made by him; and without him was not anything made
that was made. 4 In him was life; and the life was the
light of men. 5 And the light shineth in darkness; and
the darkness comprehended it not.

John wrote a progression of thought to show his readers that
YHVH, his word, and his Spirit are diseentially, John said that
what is in the thoughts and heart of YaHavah, he will
accomplish. His reasoning is his heart and thoughts. They are
YHVH. He made man in his image, a thinking reasoning spirit
with heart.

Below is the WYB clarified version of John 1:1-5.

John 1:1-5 (WYB) —'"In the beginning was the word, and the
word was with YHVH Elohim, and the word was YHVH. >~

His word was in the beginning within YHVH. *~All things
were made by reason of YaHavah and without YaHavah
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was not anything made that was made. *"In YaHavah is
his Spirit; and his Spirit is the light of men. >~And the
light of his Spirit shines in darkness; and the darkness
comprehended it not.

This phrase, In him is life; and his life is the light of meerans
that life is spirit or person. In YaHavah i&is Spirit and his
Spirit is the light ofmenis a slugger verse, because its true
meaning potentially knocks the Trinity doctrine out of existence.
The Spirit of YHVH is the person of YHVH. There is no
separation. There are many more verses in the Bible that show
this to be true. The many times YaHavah referred to the Spirit
as My Spiritin both the OT and NT should not be overlooked.
He did not say “our Spirit.”

John 1:32-34 (witness of John the Baptist)—32~And John bare
record, saying, | saw His Spirit descending from heaven
like a dove, and it abode upon him. 3~And | knew him
not: but he that sent me to baptize with water, the
same said to me, Upon whom you shall sédy Spirit
descending, and remaining on him, the same is he which
baptizes with [My] Holy Spiri#*~And | saw, and bare
record that this is the Son of YHVH.

These verses testify that YHVH, his word, and his Spirit are one.
Apostle John said the same thing in his first epistle in verse 7.

For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, his
word, and his Holy Spirit: and these three are offglohn 5:7)

The Father manifests the thoughts of his heart by the power
and presence of his Spirit. We have one Supreme Majesty
whose name in Hebrew is YHVH (YaHavah). YaHavah is ONE
who has his own Spirit and speaks his own words.
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What is the Anointing of the Spirit of YHVH?

Some have placed a metaphoric meaning to John 1:1-5 calling
Jesus YHVH’s Word. Capitalization does not change the
meaning and purpose of a word. But John makes it very clear
that YHVH, his Spirit, and his spoken word are one and the
same.

lesus is the core of YHVH’s plan of salvation and He is YHVHwith
usby the omnipresence of the Spirit of YHVH. YHVHwith usor,
as commonly stated, God with usvas manifested in the
anointing of the seven spirits of YHVH (Is. 11:1-5); the same
seven spirits sent out when Jesus was glorified in Revelation 5:6.
The seven spirits are not a mystery. They are YaHavah's
shorthand for telling us how his Spirit works in the sanctified
and redeemed human heart.

All of the following references explain what the anointing is and
the sequence of fulfillment.

Psalm 110:4—Jesus was consecrated as High Priest forever in
the order of Melchizadek (Hebrew 7:20-28, Jesus was baptized
by his cousin the son of a Levite priest and consecrated by his
Father in heaven) In the order of Melchizadedimply means that
the head of the house is king, priest, prophet, and judge. Jesus
is the head of the house of YHVH and the Head of his Body of
Believers-the Church.

Isaiah 11:1-2— This is the promised anointing of Jesus in the
seven spirits of YaHavah.

Daniel 9:24—This is the prophesied anointing of Jesus called the
Holy one.

Matthew 3:16-17—This is the fulfillment of Jesus’ anointing

represented by the descending dove and confirming voice of
YHVH.

John 3:5-8—Jesus told his disciples that one must be born again
in the Spirit to see the Kingdom of YHVH.

Revelation 5:6—When Jesus was ascended and glorified the
seven spirits of YaHavah went out into the world; the same
seven spirits Jesus was anointed in.

Acts 2:1-4— The manifestation of the seven spirit anointing was
evidenced by a wind in the upper room and flames on the heads
of the disciples. One must be born again in the Spirit of
YaHavah to see the Kingdom of YHVH.

This anointing makes the anointed believer a priest to YHVH
forever in the Kingdom of YHVH. Christmeans anointed
therefore, Christianmeans one who is anointedit is not to be
taken lightly. Those who seek this anointing for power will not
receive it, for the Lord knows the intentions of the heart.

Jesus is, according to the order of Melchizadek, king, priest,
judge, and prophet. (Psalm 110:4; Hebrews 5:6) These stations
are seen in the four faces of the Four Living Creatures. (Ezekiel
1: 4-10) Each of the four gospels reports Jesus’ life in light of
one of the four faces and the order of Melchizadek. Being a god
is not mentioned in either of these references or in the
anointing of the Spirit.

What Doesthe Word,God Mean?

People continually argue back and forth about the divinity of
Jesus. One side says he is God with many Bible references that
supposedly prove their point. (This is called proof texting) The
other side denies that Jesus is God, but cannot effectively
explain why they believe he is not God. Those who vehemently
disagree with one another most likely have different
understandings of the word Godor no understanding at all. If
two sides debate each other’s doctrine while both use the word
Godand both have a different understanding of the word, it is
unlikely either side will achieve any degree of understanding or
unity.

Christians (anointedfollowers of Jesus), are commissioned to
protect the commandments of their Creator and the truth of his
son, Jesus Christ, from false doctrine. In all of my years of study,
| have found that false doctrine is generally ambiguous and
confusing, so it behooves Christians to know exactly what they
are talking about when addressing the subject of Jesus and his
Father. Does the word Godfulfill that purpose? Unfortunately,
that word raises more questions than it can answer.

[Let me interject a more modern meaning for falsedoctrineand
falseprophecy If something false is passed off as something
true, IT IS FRAUD. Fraud is punishable by the law; in the case of
falsifying bible doctrine, the punishment is eternal death. This
is the punishment Adam suffered because he accepted Satan’s
deceit. The one committing fraud is the false prophet or
teacher, aka, a fraud. The fraudulent Christianis not anointed
in the Spirit of YaHavah.]

Most people know both Father and Son as God How is the
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hearer supposed to know whether it is Jesus or YHVH being
spoken of? Is it a correct understanding for both to be referred
to as God? How can we get around this troublesome
conundrum?

The word Godis one of those ambiguous words at the core of
most, if not all, arguments about Bible doctrine.

Merriam-Webster Dictionary defines Godas:

“Theperfect and alpowerful spirit or being that is
worshipped espaally by Christians, Jews, and Muslims as

Christians call the Creator Godand LORDxnd call Jesus Godand
Lord also. Jews hold the Creator’s name, which is YHVHtoo
holy to speak and so use such titles as Adonaj Yahwehand
G_d The Muslim word for God is Allah All three have different
understandings of who God is. Something to consider: The
Jewish Old Testament is the only religious writing that gives the
Creator a personal name.

Are people afraid to say the personal name of the Creator? If
so, why? Will he strike them down for saying his name?

What does YHVH say about himself and his name?

1. YaHavah created the heavens and the earth (Genesis
1:1; 2:4)

2. YaHavah fills the heavens and the earth (Jeremiah
23:24)

3. YaHavah said his name would be proclaimed in all the
earth (Malachi 1:11; Romans 9:17)

4. YaHavah said he is Savior and Redeemer (Isaiah 60:16;
Hosea 13:4)

YaHavah said his name was in the heart of Moses and
on the children of Israel. (Exodus 23:21; Numbers 6:27)

YaHavah will destroy any who swear falsely or profane
his name as stated in the Third Commandment.
(Deuteronomy 18:20) This commandment is completely
disregarded by the translators of traditional Bibles by
using the terms LORD and God in place of the original
YHVH and Elohim. There are many Lords and many
gods. For clarity of purpose, name the one of whom you
speak.

Holding false doctrine in the name of YaHavah or Jesus,
also, profanes the names of both.

YaHavah’s name is in his Son, meaning he anointedhis
son with his Spirit and affirmed that he is his son in
whom he is well pleased. In this use, in his name
denotes personal relationship. No personal
relationship—no power.

Jesus is not YHVH, but very much YHVH with us
Emmanuel/Immanuel. (Immanuel: Isaiah 7:14; 8:8;
Deuteronomy 18:19— Anointing: Isaiah 11:1-2; Daniel 9:24f;
Matthew 3:16-17; John 3:5-8; Revelation 5:6; Acts 2:1-4)

Has YaHavah said in the Bible that he will strike down any one
saying his name in truth? No!

Has YaHavah stated condemnation for those who use it falsely?
Yes!

He spoke to false prophets through his prophet, Jeremiah,
warning them of condemnation for using his name falsely.
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(Jeremiah Chapters 14 and 15) Perhaps this is the reason Jews
will not say his name as a way of protecting themselves from his
wrath, just in case

The Hebrew name, YHVH, belongs exclusively to the Creator.
Beware to those who use it falsely in any way.

Yet, no one seems afraid to use the name of Jesus in any way,
especially in profanity. If Jesus is God why would they not be
fearful of him, also?

So, you can see why the title of Godis too ambiguous to use in
speaking of Jesus and/or his Father.

Our Creator is a person with a personal name and his Son is a
person with a personal name, both of which are to be held in
high esteem (deference).

In the Old Testament (OT), the Hebrew word, Elohim is
translated to the English word, God That was a big mistake in
translation, because it opened the door for most of the doctrinal
disagreements among all who believe in Jesus Christ. The titles
of Elohimand Goddo not have the same connotation at any
level of understanding.

Elohim is a title or epithet that is either plural or singular
majesty over many signified by the “im” at the end of the word.
Elohim appears in the OT 2,601 times—2,359 times in reference
to YaHavah, our Creator, 240 times in reference to other gods,
judges, or magistrates, and 2 times in deference to believers as
sonsof Elohim All of these references are in singular positions
of esteem, meaning greater than
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The definition of Elohim, as it is used in the Bible, is more about
deferencehan plurality. For YHVH, Elohim means oneSupreme
Majesty, or El Almighty For Jesus, it carries the next level of
deference for several reasons, the most important being that he
is the Son of YHVH who is appointed by YHVH to be his Prophet,
King, Judge, High Priest, and Head of his Body of Believers. For
humans, Elohim means, judge magistrate,or any otherform of
leadership

YHVH is Creator and his Son Jesus is King of the Kingdom of
YHVH. Father and Son hold the highest levels of deference in all
of YaHavah’s creation. The Greek god, Zeus, and the Roman
god, Jupiter, are only imitations of YaHavah inspired by Satan’s
smooth words and destructive intent.

Psalm 45:6-7 says it all, *"Your throne, O Elohim, [is] forever and
ever: the scepter of your kingdom [is] a right scepfer.
You love righteousness, and hatekednesstherefore,
Elohim(Jesus)your Elohim(YHVH) has anointed you
with the oil of rejoicing above your fellows(Emphasis
and parenthesis added for clarity by me.)

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3%~And you shall love YHVH your Elohim with all your
heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind, and
with all your strength: this [is] the first commandment.
*1=And the second [is] like, [namely] this, You shall love
your neighbor as yourself.

Does Psalm 45 Prove Jesus i&od?

The overall context and purpose of the Bible is extremely
important in the process of translation. Hebrew is a picturesque
language. It cannot be translated to other languages in full
sentences and phrases without adding words to create the
image and context of the Hebrew words. A wrong word or
phrase can change the context and meaning. Each letter of the
Hebrew alphabet connotes an image as depicted in Psalm 119
of the Word of YHVH Bible and at Hebrew4Christians at
http://hebrew4christians.com/Grammar/Unit_One/Aleph-
Bet/aleph-bet.html.

Jesus, being the only biological son of YHVH is also Elohim as
stated in Psalm 45:1-8. This Psalm prophesy’s the high level of
leadership to which Jesus is appointed.

Psalm 45:1-8 '~ My heart is indicting a good matter: | speak of
the things which | have made touching the king: my
tongue [is] the pen of a ready writer. >~ You are fairer
than the children of men: grace is poured into your lips:
therefore, Elohim has blessed you forever. *~Gird your
sword upon [your] thigh, O [most] mighty, with your
glory and your majesty. “~And in your majesty ride
prosperously because of truth and meekness [and]
righteousness; and your right hand shall teach you
terrible things. >~ Your arrows [are] sharp in the heart of

the king’s enemies; [whereby] the people fall under you.

*“Your throne, O Elohim, [is] forever and ever: the
scepter of your kingdom [is] aright scepter. ""You love
righteousness, and hate wickedness: therefore, Elohim,
your Elohim, has anointed you with the oil of rejoicing
above your fellows. *~All your garments [smell] of
myrrh, and aloes, [and] cassia, out of the ivory palaces,
whereby they have made you glad.

Who was David referring to when he wrote the words of Psalm
457

Psalm 45 is about the son of YHVH:

1. Who heis in the eyes of YHVH and to the world,

2. The salvation of all the righteous who love Father and
Son

3. And his son’s place on the throne of YHVH’s kingdom.

Verse 6 is a prophecy about Jesus that coordinates with Isaiah
11:1-3.

Verse 7 is saying, Jesusyour Fatheihas anointed youwhich
coordinates with Jesus’ baptism described by Matthew 3:16-17
in fulfillment of Daniel 9:24f.

Verse 8 describes the preparations for Jesus’ burial. This is
significant because forty days after he was resurrected from the
grave he ascended into heaven to be glorified and received the
Kingdom of YaHavah; the scepteiof your kingdom is a right
(eous)scepter

Since YHVH Elohim stated there is no Elohim besides himself;

Psalm 45 would appear to be contradictory; however, the word
anointedin verse 45:7 and the fact that Jesus is the only
begotten son of YHVH explains the seeming contradiction. This
verse coordinates with the list of anointing’s from YaHavah in
the previous chapter.

The Bible teaches us that there is no other YHVHElIohim The
Bible also teaches us that there is no other Jesus Christhe
anointed Holy One of YHVH. By virtue of being his father’s only
begotten son, he is also Elohim greater than his fellows (all
humanity) and the angels. Jesus said that we are to honor the
Son as we honor the Father. YHVH is Jesus’ biological and
spiritual father. When Jesus referred to YaHavah as his Father,
the Jews condemned him, thinking he made himself equal to
YaHavah.

The meaning of the word imageis a reflection YHVH is Spirit
and he created man as a spirit being with the exception of
finitude. Humans are finite having definite or definable
limitations. YHVH is infinite, having no definable limitations.
Within the context of Biblical descriptions, YHVH Elohim is a
single spirit being who is limitless in his nature and existence.

Thefollowing is a simplified translation of John 17:5 which is
consistent with Genesis 1:1 and Revelation 5:6-14.

John 17:5 (WYB)—And now, O Father, glorify me with the glory
that you possessed before the world was.

In other words, Jesus’ prayer to YHVH before his crucifixion
acknowledges his birthright and YHVH’s promises to him and all
who believe in YHVH andJesus. This is consistent with Bible
context.

Another aberration of doctrine concerns the existence of Jesus
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before Abraham. Many believe that Jesus’ statement to the
Pharisees that he was before Abrahamroves that he was in
heaven as God or with YHVH before creation. However, while

the son of YHVH was present with YHVH, the truth is that he was
present inY HV Fhindsand plan for creatioas the thought of a
perfect plan Whatever is in the mind and plan of YHVH will be
fulfilled in its appointed time, whether today, tomorrow, or

many hundreds of years in the future. After all, that is what
prophecy is, is it not?

YHVH has told us everything we need to know before it happens
so we can give him glory, worship, and honor. Also, so we can
survive the onslaught of Satan’s deepening flood of deceit.

There are two more doctrinal issues that we must deal with
before we can answer the statement—Why Jesus Had to be
Human.

Is Jesus the Second Person of the TrinityDoctrine?

Any discussion about God, Jesus, and /or the Holy Spirit must of
necessity include Biblical clarification of the relationship
between Father and Son. | believe | have established the
biblical understanding of that relationship, but here is more.

The Trinity doctrine states that Father, Son, and Spirit are three
separate persons who are tri-equal, tri-essential (of the same
essence), and tri-eternal. In other words, Father, Son, and Spirit
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possess the same all-power, all-knowledge, and all-presence.
The Trinity also states that these three possess the same
essence and they are all without beginning or end.

The Trinity doctrine is loaded with ambiguity; there are no less
than 54 synonyms for the word essencén the English language
with a wide range of applications. Out of the many versions of
the Bible, the Amplified is the only one | have found that uses
the word essenceand then only three times in place of the word
substancdGreek ousig as used in other versions.

Essence is a philosopher’s word steeped in human
understanding and mythology that entered on the scene many
centuries after the birth, cross, and ascension of Jesus Christ.

Essencdike the word Godis far too ambiguous to explain
anything to do with our Creator and his son Jesus Christ.

I think, and certainly hope, that all believers proclaiming the
name of Jesus Christ and Christianity want to know exactly and
with clarity what the Bible has to say about the Trinity Doctrine.
The fact is that the Bible says absolutely nothing about the
Trinity doctrine. It is not specified in any way within the pages
of any part of the Bible. When the relationship and identity of
Father, Son, and Spirit is known, the Trinity is not even implied.

Separation of Father from his own Spirit is the major part of the
Trinity doctrine; and | might add, a major error in judgment; not
to mention another FRAUDULANT DOCTRINE.

The Trinity began as speculation of what people (philosophers
in particular) thought about the nature of God and the
relationship between God, Jesus, and the Spirit. There were
many Greek philosophical speculations, arguments, and even
wars concerning them. Greek philosophy embraced Greek
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mythology. Greek mythology allows a Greek god from heaven
to embody a human making the human a god with the powers
of that god. Greek mythology is the paganism that Paul battled
in all of his travels in Asia-Minor.

The Trinity doctrine entered the scene three centuries after the
first coming of Jesus Christ, essentially to settle a long-standing
philosophical dispute about the nature of God The words
Trinityand Godhave been causing exponential amounts of
trouble in the Christian arena for thousands of years.

In the 4™ century, Constantine initiated the addition of the
Trinity doctrine to the Nicene Creed, and then used it to go to
war against any who disputed it and the Church. Even though
Constantine professed Christianity, historical record indicates
that he maintained much of his paganism. Constantine was
Christian in name only bearing pagan fruit. He is reported to
have done good deeds, but good deeds without the Spirit of
YaHavah are only potholes in the road to the Kingdom of YHVH.

The word Trinity was first applied to a supposed Biblical concept
as early as 181 AD. Theophilus of Antioch used the termin a
letter to Autolycus. At that time the term trinity meant: God
His Wordand His Wisdon{Spirit). Theophilus may be the one
who initiated the Greek word, Logos, translated to Wordas
being Jesudefore creation. Or someone along the way took
His wordto mean Jesus. At this point, accusing some individual
who is probably long gone from this world isn’t productive.
However, the one who planted the notion is not gone and is
bent of doing humanity more harm.

Some scholars believe the term, trinity, did not mean the
doctrine of the Trinity in the modern sense of the word
[Tertullian also used the term], but it has all the same elements
of the modern version. It was the Athanasian Creed, completed
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sometime in the fifth century that stated it most clearly: We
worship one God in trinity, and trinity in unity, neither
confounding the personapr separating the substancéhis is a
creed of double talk and double standard at its worst that
leaves a very spacious cleft in which to fall into various false
doctrines. Here, the writer is saying you can’t separate the
substance of the three, yet, he has separated YaHavah from his
own person (spirit). Given the choice to believe the Bible or
ancient Church fathers whose understanding is questionable; |
choose the Bible every time.

There has been and continues to be much argument, and even
bloodshed, concerning this doctrine, even though it is not
definitively stated in the Bible. The poorest person in the world
could safely offer a million dollars for clear substantial proof of
the Trinity doctrine and never have to pay it.

The Trinity doctrine says Jesus is one of three Gods declaring
Father is God, Son is God, and Spirit is God. To correct the
implication of polytheism, the early Trinitarians invented the
word godheadto imply three gods of one total equality. This
invention is inedible and indigestible. The Trinity came into
being in the fourth century and godhead in the 13'" century.
Neither the Trinitynor godheadare in the NT Greek language.

In any language, three is three, not one. Using one implication

to cover another implication is not truth. It's more like a cat
litter box.
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Would Trinitarians accept the fact that their doctrine cannot
exist without the word God® Shall we put it to the test?

The Trinity states that:
9 Fatheris God, Son is God, and Spirit is God.
The Bible states that:

9 Fatheris YHVH, Jesus Christ is the son of YHVH, and the
Spirit is the person (ruach or breath) of YHVH.

YHVH and Jesus are both Elohim (Psalm 45). Elohimis a
word of deference or esteem in the order of leadership.
They bear the same title of deference, yet not equal.

The word Godnever enters into a Bible based discussion of the
identity of Father and Son except by contextual error and
replacement of YHVH’s name to ambiguous titles. The use of
name substitutions that are not in the Bible is IDENTITY THEFT
FRAUD. The word Godis an inadequate English translation of
the Hebrew title of Elohim Time or translation will never
change the truth of the identities of Father and Son.

Colossians 2:8-12 WYB—2®"Beware lest any man spoil you
through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition
of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after
Christ. “For in him dwells all the fullness of [the] Spirit
[of YHVH] bodily. *~And you are complete in him,
which is the head of all principality and power: (Psalm
45:7-8) ~in whom also you are circumcised with the
circumcision made without hands, in putting off the
body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of
Christ: **~buried with him in baptism, wherein also you
are risen with [him] through the faith of the power of
YHVH, who has raised him from the dead.

Jesus is the Son of YHVH, filled and anointed by the Spirit of his
Father, YHVH. (This is consistent with the content and context
of the whole Bible.) Buried with him in baptism is in reference
to the baptism of the Spirit of YaHavah. Risen with him is in
reference to the everlasting death of sin. He gave his human
life in payment for Adam’s sin. Adam’s sin and penalty for his
sin of disobedience is passed on to all humanity; which is why
we are all sinners. Jesus is the only human born into this world
who is exempt from Adam’s sin because his father is not
human. Jesus is the door into the Kingdom of YaHavah.

The subject of Colossians 2:9 is not an ambiguous godhead, but
the one and only Son of YaHavah (YHVH) in whom is the fullness
of anointing in the Spirit of his Father in accordance with
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prophecy. Jesus was conceived in the womb of a woman who
never had intimate relations with any man. She is also the
culmination of the woman mentioned in Genesis.

Some use the argument that John 20:28 and Hebrews 1:8
proves Jesus is God. Consider the context of the usage of the
word, Elohim in these verses.

When (doubting) Thomas saw the crucified holes in Jesus hands,
he conceded that he was, indeed, the resurrected Jesus; his lord
and master. Remember, the word Elohim has several levels of
hierarchy with YaHavah Elohim at the top and Jesus Elohim
immediately under him.

YaHavah is Supreme Majesty, but
Jesus is human and of the Order of Melchizadek King of kings,
Judge of judges, High Priest of priests, and Prophet of all
prophets, as prophesied. The order of power is established:
Jesus Elohim is above the angels and his fellow-humans, but
YaHavah Elohim as creator of all, is above all.

Is Jesus God? In Biblical understanding, he is not God; he is the
human (flesh and bone) son of Elohim and a human mother. He
was born with a human body and a human finite spirit like every
other human.

TRINITARIANISM: This is the traditional view stating that there
are three persons in one Godhead. Essentially, three
uncreated coequal Gods in one Godhead, termed as
Three Who's in One WhaTrinitarians believe this
latecomer doctrine is the foundation of Christianity.
(Adopted in the 4th century by the Catholic Church and
later by most Protestant Churches)

BINITARIANISM: This view reduced three gods down to two
eternal members of one Elohimfamily with Jesus being
known only as the preexistent Word before his birth.
(Worldwide Church of God and offshoots and some in
Church of God Seventh Day. The preexistent Word
migrated into many denominations from the earliest
translations.)

ARIANISM: In the fourth century, Arius stated his belief that
Jesus was not God. Arius was pronounced a heretic for
saying Jesus was not god because that went against the
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Trinitarian claim that Jesus is God or an incarnated god.
He was pronounced a heretic against the Catholic
Church because he blasphemed the Trinity doctrine.
However, Arius’ fatal error against YHVH was in stating
that Jesus was not the birth son of YHVH, but a mere
man lifted up to the status of a son of YHVH. The
teachings of Arius are known as Arianism; therefore, to
say Jesus is not God with the understanding that Jesus is
the one and only begotten son of YHVH is not Arianism

ONENESS PENTECOSTALS: This view is one God manifested in

three persons. Jesus is the incarnation of God, making
him Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, termed as Three
What's in One WhoThis view was condemned as
Sabellianism or Modalism by the Trinitarians, and yet
the incarnation of Jesus is believed by Trinitarians and
by many denominations; each having a different
understanding of Jesus before creation.

One doesn’t need education to see that these four identity
persuasions are divisive interpretations of God They do not
depict the image of ONE God with onemeaning one

Being onand being one withhave separate meanings. Being
one withis one person completely agreeing with one or more
others, which depicts many as one in the same thought.

Those who believe the above four interpretations are probably
not intentionally choosing to be divisive, but Satan does mean
to cause schism (division) in the Body of Christ. Disagreement is
division. Satan planted each idea in the mind of one person
who then zealously gathered others who trusted and believed
that person (to be of one mind). As a group, they then set out
